GF Jooste was the first hospital in the 
public sector where the South African 
Triage Score was trialed (2004- 2005).  
The inclusion of an Early Warning Score 
for triage was first suggested by Dr 
Jeremie Venter, the Head of Surgery at 
GF Jooste.  The discriminator list was 
later added by Dr Bruijns, then the head 
of the Emergency Department.   
 
As the prototype tool, this concept, (the 
GF Jooste triage tool, March 2004), gave 
rise to the birth of the South African 
Triage Score. 
 
This plaque is awarded with pride and 
appreciation for the place GF Jooste has 
now taken in the history books of South 
African Emergency Medicine.
